What 2 things do we eat & drink during
communion?

BREAD represents the body of Jesus
WINE/JUICE represents the blood of Jesus. 

 
JESUS actually served the very first communion! 
He was having Passover 
dinner with His followers, 
and He took bread, 
gave thanks and 
broke it and gave it 
to them, saying...
 
 – Luke 22:19-20

5.WATCH VIDEO OF WASHING FEET

We alway wash our hands before
coming to the table but in Jesus' time,
people wore sandals all the time.  Back
then, roads were dirt roads, not paved
like ours are.  People's feet got very
sandy and dirty from walking around.
When they came into the house, they
would wash their feet so they did not
track dirt throughout the house.

2.THE LAST SUPPER
The Lord’s Supper is an act we

participate in during church that
symbolizes the breaking of Christ’s body

and the shedding of His blood on the
cross for us and our sins. It’s not a real
supper or even a sit down dinner. As a
church, we drink grape juice and eat

pieces of bread. And through that act
we’re reminded as a

church the importance of Jesus’ death,
burial and resurrection. Sometimes you

might hear it called Communion.

You see, usually only servants

washed people’s feet and Jesus was
a king!  A King shouldn’t be washing
anyone’s feet!
